TO BE CHRIST’S FRIENDS 

A couple weeks ago, we 

priests received a disturb-

ing letter from the bish-

op. In that letter, he drew 

our attention to a sacrile-

gious conference that is 

to take place somewhere 

in the Commonwealth 

from 28 April to 30 April. 

He also made a few sug-

gestions & observations 

which I share here.  

 

First, that we should never allow anger to get the better 

of ourselves. When we do, we play into the hands of our 

enemies. Second, that we should always protect our holy 

places as best as we can from vandalism or sacrilege. 

Third, that we should offer special prayers to God by 

way of protection & reparation.  

 

We ought to be encouraged by our bishop's good advice. 

On the one hand, we may be tempted to be dismissive or 

skeptical when it comes to the question of how Satan is 

at work in the world. This, however, would be a mis-

take. Remember on Easter weekend that we renewed 

our baptismal promises, during which we rejected Satan 

& his empty works. As we see, this is not for show & not 

for once-a-year only.   

 

But it would also be a mistake to be fearful. The Catholic 

who is in the state of grace, & who is earnestly striving 

to keep the Faith, has nothing to fear from Satan. Part of 

the message of Easter is that Christ fights for us & over-

comes every darkness.     

 

In light of all that, I've decided that we should engage in 

periods of Eucharistic Adoration on the days during 

which this sacrilegious conference is to take place. You'll 

find the schedule in this bulletin, & I strongly urge eve-

ryone to participate in some way or another. We make 

these special acts of prayer, not out of a sense of self-

righteousness, but out of the desire to be Christ's friends; 

to linger by Him in reparation & gratitude. Thank you 

for taking this so seriously, & God bless you always!        
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
